SMART Online
          The newly revised online SMART (Skills To Make Adults Ready To Succeed) curriculum for adult literacy students who have a reading grade level of 4-7 is free and can be used in both classroom and distance learning settings.  It is currently being beta tested by teachers and students in five agencies throughout the state.    This phase of development will be completed by the beginning of the next program year.

       There are four subject areas which include:  Read SMART, Math SMART, Writing SMART and the Life Skills Component. 

       Moodle, which is a content management system, is the platform used to house the SMART curriculum on the adult education portal, e-Literacy NY at www.e-Literacyny.org.  This open source software is web based and provides students with the use of web 2.0 technology features such as forums, along with the ability to build richly collaborative communities of learning around subject matter and a way to deliver content to students and assess learning using assignments or quizzes.    
Training will be coordinated through the RAEN (Regional Adult Education Network) Directors of your region.

The Online Media Connection can also be accessed at www.fastforwardny.org  
We are currently surveying the field to assess the need for interactive electronic workbooks for Crossroads Café and Lifelines published by Intelecom to add to our online curriculum on e-Literacy NY. The cost of these electronic workbooks would be the same for both hardcopy and online workbooks.
